Science Homework – Vocabulary Flash Card Review 

Study Strategy #1


· Using your notes, Create Flash Cards for each vocabulary word and definition
· (front = word, back = definition)

· To Study - Look at the word, then flip the card over and read the definition
· Picture the word and definition in your mind

· Say the word and the definition out loud 5 times in a row without looking at the flash card 
· Move on to the next flashcard and repeat the steps above



Have someone Quiz you after every 10 flash cards
· Parent/friend/self - calls out the definition (without letting you see the word or picture)
· You state the correct vocabulary word (no word banks allowed)
· As you are quizzed, make two piles – “words I got right”, and “words I got wrong”
· When you are finished being quizzed on all the words, put a check (√ ) mark in the bottom right corner of each card in the “words I got right” pile.
· Do this each day for all your flash cards, and after you have earned 3 checks (√√√ ) on a flash card, you have mastered this definition.
· For words you get incorrect, go back and study more


Make 2 envelopes for your flash cards. Label one “words I am working on” and label the other “words I know”; after getting three checks on a card put it in the “Words I know” envelope.  The other cards go in the “words I am working on envelope”.  Do this each night and watch the “working on” pile shrink, while the “words I know” pile grows. 
With this method you should ace your test! (
Study Strategy #2


· Lay out your flash cards vocabulary word facing up

· Look at all the words, and think about what they have in common

· Make groups of words and explain the connections between them

· Flip the cards over to check the definitions and make sure your reasons for grouping them are correct.

· For example – I might make a group of these words: liter, meter, Celsius, and grams. WHY? Because they are all metric units of measurement.

· Continue to do this and make as many different groups as you can


· Write your group of words on Paper

· Circle each word

· Draw a line from one word to the next, and write on the line a reason why they go together (explain how they are related or “connected”) 

· For example – I might make a group of these words: liter, meter, Celsius, and grams. WHY? Because they are all metric units of measurement.
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· Continue to do this and make as many different groups as you can

Study Strategy #3




· Read the word and definition

· Think about what it means and picture it in your head

· Draw the picture next to the word on each flash card

· For example – Thermometer – a tool used to measure temperature
